Final Project Overview

Summary

You will do the layout for your student portfolio in InDesign. This project may serve as your final student portfolio, but may also serve as a first draft ready for future work to be incorporated at some point. As this is a technical class rather than a portfolio class, it is more important in this project that you have a nice, well-structured layout than to have high-quality portfolio pieces ready.

Specifications

1. Create the layout in InDesign.

2. Use Master Pages to create a consistent page layout; apply a Master Page to each of your pages.

3. Include a cover page.

4. Include a Table of Contents.

5. Display six of your portfolio pieces, one per page.

6. Use high-resolution images of your work.

7. Include a sentence of two about each work.

8. Include a profile page which tells us a little about you.

9. Include text at the top of each non-cover page which identifies what the document is (i.e. "Student Portfolio for Humphrey."

10. Include page numbers at the bottom of each non-cover page.

11. Package the InDesign file (File > Package) and save the packaged folder as final.

ZIP the final folder and turn it in.
